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PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The Audio Production certificate program will provide students with a solid foundation for
further study and employment in the growing field of Audio Production. The normal time to
complete this program, based on the recommended sequence, is two years (four part-time
semesters).

PROGRAM COSTS

Based on the 2019-2020 cost of attendance, this program will cost $8,554 if completed within
normal time.
